Also known as the Section 504 Home Repair

program, this program provides loans to

very-low-income homeowners to repair,

improve,or modernize their homes or provides

grants to elderly very-low-income

homeowners to remove health and safety

hazards.

* Max loan up to $20,000 (1%)

* Max grant up to $7,500

e Loan and grant may be combined for
$27,500 in assistance

* Funded by the USDA and administered by
the USDA office in Delta, CO.

Assistance for property owners or tenants
unable to pay rent due to financial
hardships caused by Covid-19 as far back as
April, 2020. Funded by DOLA and adminis-
tered through DOLA's website and Brothers
Redevelopment, Inc.

Rental assistance program that matches
landlords accepting the vouchers with qualified
renters. Pays a standard payment or gross rent
minus 30% of family's adjusted gross income.
Funded through HUD and generally
administred by the housing authority.

80% of AMI
Income & expenses are
evaluated to determine

loan; loan committee
reviews for approval

Be unable to obtain affordable
credit elsewhere

Have a family income below
50 percent of the area median

For grants, be age 62 or older
